Self Generation

California offers an upfront rebate to help with the 
cost of certain renewable energy systems. For 
systems sized up to 30 kilowatts, you may receive up 
to $2.80 per watt if you install solar panels on your 
p r o p e r t y .

If you generate more electricity than you consume, 
you may receive a credit from PG&E. If you are on a 
Time-of- Use Rate Schedule, the credit may be very 
high during peak hours. For information on PG&E's

Also, you may receive a tax credit up to 7.5% of the 
system cost after rebates; this credit may end this 
year. These systems may also be exempt from 
p r o p e r t y  t a x .

Base Load Price

With baseline pricing, the price charged per kWh 
increases with the amount of electricity used. The 
rate increases in tiers based on a baseline amount.

The rate for the baseline usage is $0.126. If you use 
double that amount, your electricity will cost $0.21 
for each additional kWh.

If you regularly exceed your baseline amount, your 
energy saving actions will pay off much more quickly 
and put much more money in your pocket because 
each kWh you save is billed at a higher dollar 
amount.

Cooling and Heating  

Here are some quick tips to help with the heat and to 
get ready for this winter.

! Insulate your attic. You can reduce your heating 
and cooling needs by up to 30% for just a few 
hund red  do l l a r s  o f  i nsu la t i on  and  
weatherization.

! You can save 10% or more on your energy bill 
by reducing the air leaks in your home. Be sure 
to install weather-stripping around your doors 
and windows. Also, close your fireplace 
damper when it is not in use. 

! Be sure your air ducts are insulated if they are in 
the attic or crawl space. You can lose up to 60% 
of the heat before the air reaches the register if 
your ducts are not insulated. 

Water Heating

! Wrap an insulating blanket around your water 
heater and insulate both the hot water and the 
cold water pipes. Make sure to keep insulation 
away from the pilot light and hot air vent on top.

! Repair leaky hot water faucets immediately. A 
hot water faucet leaking one drop per second 
wastes 160 gallons per month - or 16 hot 
baths!

Lighting

! Get rid of your halogen floor lamp and replace 
it with a fluorescent model. These use about 
75% less electricity.

! Consider installing timers, photocells, or 
occupancy sensors to reduce the amount of 
time your lights are on.

Dishwashers

! Don't use the "rinse hold" on your machine for 
just a few soiled dishes. It uses 3 to 7 gallons of 
hot water each time you use it.

! Let your dishes air dry by turning on the “air 
dry” function.

Washers and Dryers

! Wash your clothes in cold water using cold-
water detergents whenever possible. About 80% 
of the energy used for washing clothes is for 
heating the water.

! Wash and dry full loads. If you are washing a 
small load, use the appropriate water-level 
setting.
